Nosotros/as vivido
Vosotros/as

Ellos/as/Ustedes




Past Participle

(Regular verbs)

1. remove the infinitive ending of the verb (-AR, —ER, —-IR)
2. add —ado to the stem of —AR verbs
3. add —ido to the stem of —ER and -IR verbs

For example:
Estudiar estudiado
Comer comido
Vivir vivido



Past Participle

abrir - abierto
cubrir > cubierto
decir >  dicho
escribir > escrito
exponer - expuesto
hacer >  hecho
imponer - impuesto
morir >  muerto

poner - puesto
romper - roto
ver - visto
volver - vuelto
